Rules of Somerset County Chess Association June 2016
1. Name and Object. The Association shall be called the Somerset County Chess Association and its object shall be to encourage the study and practice of chess.

2. Membership. The Association shall consist of Officers, Vice-Presidents, members of any club which shall be affiliated to the association and any player who is not a member of a Somerset club but who pays a Somerset correspondence board fee. Vice-Presidents shall be either (a) Honorary Vice-Presidents, or, (b) Elected Vice-Presidents, or, (c) Annual Vice-Presidents. Honorary Vice-Presidents will normally have given conspicuous or long-standing service to the Association and will pay no subscription. Elected Vice-Presidents will have given observable service to the Association and will pay a subscription. Annual Vice-Presidents:- any person will be welcome to be an Annual Vice-President upon payment of a subscription.

3. Subscriptions. The annual subscriptions shall be determined by the Annual General Meeting. 

4. Affiliation. Any chess club desiring to be affiliated to the Association shall furnish a list of its officers to the Secretary of the Association and with the consent of the AGM shall be deemed to have become affiliated on payment of the appropriate subscription.

5. Annual General Meeting. An AGM of the Association shall be held on a day in May or June when the Officers for the ensuing year shall be elected. The quorum of any General Meeting shall be five.

6. Officers. The Officers of the Association shall be the President, Secretary, Treasurer, Match Captain, League Secretary, Senior Team and Tournament Secretary, Results Officer, Correspondence Match Captain, two WECU Delegates, ECF Delegate. 

7. The affairs of the Association shall be managed by (i) An Executive Committee which shall consist of the President, Secretary and Treasurer. The Executive Committee shall co-opt any officer whose area of responsibility is to be under discussion and shall have the power to co-opt others. The quorum of the Executive Committee shall be three (including two permanent members). (ii) A General Committee which shall consist of the President, Secretary, Treasurer, Match Captain, League Secretary, Senior Tournament Secretary, Results Officer, ECF Delegate and two members elected by the AGM. The General Committee shall have the power to co-opt. The quorum for any General Committee Meeting shall be four (not including co-opted members). The Executive Committee shall determine matters of immediacy and the General Committee shall determine matters of general policy. Both committees shall meet when required as summoned by the secretary with the consent of the President.

8. A Special General Meeting of the Association shall be called by the Secretary within 14 days of the receipt of written requests from not less than three clubs and such a meeting shall be held within three weeks of the receipt of such requests.

9. Notices of all Association General Meetings shall be sent to Officers, all classes of Vice-Presidents and Secretaries of affiliated clubs at least seven clear days before the dates of such meetings.
10. Voting. Each affiliated club shall have two votes at any General Meeting. Votes shall be exercised by two delegates each of whom shall have one vote. Delegates shall be nominated by the club for the particular meeting. The Officers, Honorary Vice-Presidents and Elected Vice-Presidents shall have a vote. WECU officers from SCCA shall be invited and shall be eligible to vote at General Meetings. Any one person shall have only one vote on any motion. The chairman of the meeting shall not have a primary vote on any matter but shall have a casting vote in the event of equality of votes. Postal and proxy votes are not permitted.

11. Competitions. The rules for the Somerset League and Knock competitions shall be as set out in Appendix A (Rules for the Somerset Chess League). The Association may agree to hold other additional competitions as it thinks appropriate.
12. Revision of Rules. Alteration of, or addition to these rules shall be made only at the AGM of the Association. Notices of the proposed changes shall be sent in writing to the Secretary not later than 31st March. The Secretary shall embody such proposals in the agenda of the AGM
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
